Homework

Reading 


Your child will need to bring their book bag 


everyday. Please check it daily for letters. 


We will listen to your child read individually 


and change his/her book at least fortnightly. We will write comments for you in the reading record book, which should be kept in their book bag. Please listen to your child practise reading for a few minutes each day, if possible and sign the reading record when you’ve read together.


Each child will also read in school within a guided reading group where they will be challenged and moved on with their reading! 





Snack 


A tuck shop is available daily with 


items including: yoghurts, fruit and breadsticks. This costs £1 a week and can be brought in on Mondays or paid in advance for each half term. Fresh water will also be provided for the children to keep hydrated.
